Cross Section View

FiberBase® includes a Cross Section View of any route segment, duct, sheath
segment, binder, or conductor when the object is selected in the Explorer
Workspace. By selecting the desired data object attributes a system owner can use
the Cross Section View to quickly determine use and availability of network assets.
Additionally, this display can be used to identify objects such as conductors to be
serviced in the field. FiberBase Balloon Info feature allows users to quickly view the
attributes of the various database objects displayed in the Cross Section View. The
attributes displayed in the rolling balloon are user controlled by editing the Attribute
Tab found in the Workspace’s Preferences.

Example 2: Cross Section View of a Route Segment

In this example the user is displaying the cross section view of a Route Segment. At
the segment level, the Cross Section View illustrates the Segment (named CATV-

Hospital) and the contents of the Segment. This example includes the Outer Duct
(named Main Duct) and three Inter Ducts (named Blue, Green an  d Red Duct). The
view also indicates (by yellow color) there is a sheath segment (named CATV-
Hospital) inside the Blue Duct.

To see a Cross Section View of the Sheath Segment, the user would simply double-
click on the Sheath Segment in the duct. The Balloon Info in this example is
providing additional detail about the Sheath in the Blue Duct. The attributes shown

in all Balloon Info boxes are user sele ctable through setting the Preferences.
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
